MILLER-ERB NURSING DEVELOPMENT FUND

INFORMATION

THE FUND:  The Miller-Erb Nursing Development Fund was established by Mennonite Board of Missions in 1979 with funds generated from the $50,000 sale of Miller Hall in La Junta, Colorado.  The funds are to be used to further the commitment to nursing in a spirit of Christian love, understanding and caring for the whole person, to “promote research, leadership and education among Mennonite nurses.”  A committee was appointed to allocate funds, using interest from the fund only, and to develop and propose policies and revisions for approval by the board.

SPONSORSHIP:  The program was transferred to Mennonite Heath Services Alliance in 1992.

PRIORITIES for the project funding shall be:  

· Loans for research and writing with a forgiveness clause when published and presented to Mennonite constituency and others in the nursing fields.

· Graduate study loans with a forgiveness clause when published and presented to Mennonite constituency and others in the nursing field.

· Leadership training loans for nursing service with a forgiveness clause for service in Mennonite institutions.

· Other creative projects that support the philosophy of the Miller-Erb Nursing Development Fund.

STIPEND: Funding awards range from $1,000 to $2,000 per-study year. The maximum to any one person is $4,000 over their study period.

AGREEMENT/PROMISSORY NOTE: 
· This loan is non-interest bearing until the completion of the period of study or the Applicant-Borrower ceases to be a full time student in the approved educational program.

· Repayment of the loan and interest starts ninety (90) days after completion of the period of study or Applicant-Borrower ceases to be a full time student.

· The principal of the loan shall be forgiven at a pro-rated amount if the Applicant-Borrower is employed full time in a Mennonite health program recognized as such by Lender.  If the Applicant-Borrower does not stay in the Mennonite health program long enough to receive credit for the full amount of the loan, then he/she shall pay the remaining balance with interest.

APPLICATION:  Applications and all supporting data for the nursing program must be received by May 15.  The scholarship winners are announced June 15.  Applications for research and writing are expected to submit summaries of research, writing and publications or use in church-wide publications and placement in church historical libraries.
